What types of interment options are available in the Natural Green Burial

Area?

Lakefield Cemetery is proud to offer natural green burial interment options consisting of single graves in
a self-seeding wildflower and natural grass meadow. The grounds are left to grow freely with minimal
maintenance to preserve the natural integrity of the environment. Native trees and shrubs will be
planted where possible. Graves in this section can accommodate one biodegradable casket, container or
shroud burial and one biodegradable urn of cremated remains or two biodegradable urns of cremated
remains. Scattering is not permitted within the Natural Green Burial Area.

What memorialization options are available?

To preserve the natural surroundings we do not permit placing tokens of remembrance like photographs,
flowers or stuffed animals, however one naturally occurring, local granite boulder not more than 360
square inches in size may be inscribed and used to mark a grave in the Natural Burial Area. Where
possible native trees and shrubs may be planted for memorialization purposes. There is no obligation to
have a memorial in the Natural Burial Area.
